Our skin falls between 4.5 – 5.5 on the pH scale (1-14).  Water is neutral at 7 pH.  Peels lower the pH and the lower the pH, the deeper the peel.

Intense Anti-Oxidant Pre-Peel – pH 3.6

· Great for mature skin, restores hydration, tones skin, gives firmness to the skin
· Safe for Rosacea and pregnant women

Glycolic Acid Peel – pH 3.0
